Brief Description of Course
This four-week one credit elective is a Coursera-based specialization. You will use the Coursera plaiform to complete the
course at your own pace during this four-week block.

These
shortcomings typically result not from individual clinicians’ mistakes, but from systemic problems -- communication
breakdowns, poor teamwork, and poorly designed care processes, to name a few.

The Patient Safety & Quality Leadership Specialization covers the concepts and methodologies used in process
improvement within healthcare. Successful participants will develop a system'’s view of safety and quality challenges and
will learn strategies for improving culture, enhancing teamwork, managing change and measuring success. They will also
lead all aspects of a patient safety and/or quality improvement project, applying the methods described over the seven
courses in the specialization.”
